
During much of 2019, the Selectboard has 

been working with MSK Engineering to 

outline possible intersection improvements 

to Mad Tom Road and Route 7 in East Dor-

set. The goal of this process is to slow traffic 

in the Village and make it safer for pedestri-

ans who cross Route 7 to get to the East 

Dorset General Store and other locations.  

 

Recently the Town has installed radar 

speed signs and increased traffic patrols to 

help lower the speed of cars traveling 

through this area. Attached below is the 

most recent concept plan for the area. Note the addition of a crosswalk, flashing bea-

cons and the removal of pavement entering into the area. This will help to give motor-

ists a firmer sense that they are in a Village setting.  

 

Why the crosswalk? In August of 2018 the Vermont Agency of Transportation conduct-

ed a hazardous intersection study and during the site visit (60 minutes), there were 

over 18 pedestrian crossings from Mad Tom to the Store.

the dog is not spayed or neutered. Proof of a current rabies vaccine is required. After April 1st the fees increase to 

$14.00 and $20.00
